The NORD C2 Combo Organ

Modern Technology meets Historic Worship

The saying “You've come a long way” was never met to describe the tumultuous journey that a
church makes moving from an historic down-town church to a brightly painted vacant school
building. It certainly was not meant to describe the musical journey a church makes from an
historic 4 manual pipe organ to a baby grand piano and then to the shiny red instrument pictured
above, but...

We are in an exciting time of rebuilding and rebirth. Certainly anyone who has worshipped with
us at St. George’s in the last few months will hear something different on Sunday morning than
one would have during our humble beginning as St. George’s Anglican Church just over a year
ago.

In order for our music ministry to begin moving to the next level we needed an instrument that
would support that process. St. George’s needed an instrument that was versatile, did not need
tuning and ongoing upkeep as did our previous instruments did and would be able to purchased
for a modest sum. All of this and more are contained in that little fire-engine red organ leading
in worship each Sunday morning.

Some months ago, research was begun to find out what instruments were on the market and
what would serve our congregation the best. Father Eric found the NORD C2 on the Nord website
and immediately urged me as to check it out. Nothing that we were looking at in our proposed
price range compared to the Nord C2.

“From the golden age of organ building, commonly called the Baroque period of music, The
NORD company has carefully chosen an organ model with a beautiful sound and wide range of
expression. Using cutting edge sampling technique, no efforts have been spared in producing
the richest and most varied sound palette for a church organist.” (adapted from
www.nordkeyboards.com)

As in any classic pipe organ the C2 pipe organ is built upon the two basic types of organ pipes;
flue pipes and reed pipes. For each keyboard division the player can choose from different sets
of pipes or stops, to produce different sounds. Just as in a real pipe organ each manual has its
own sound. The disposition of the C2 has the classic tonal character of a barogue organ making
it especially ideal for the music of Bach, Handel and other composers of the Baroque period.

The various sounds found on the NORD C2 are:

The numbers after each stop name indicate the approximate length in feet of the lowest pipe for
each stop. Actual organ pipes range in size from less than 1 foot to more than 32 feet in length.
The Roman numerals indicate a stop with multiple pipes sounding at the same time.

In addition to the pipe organ model the C2 is programmed with 3 other classic organ models: The
Farfisa and Vox Continental which are two transistor-type organs made famous during the 1960’s
and a classic Hammond B3, known the world over as a standard instrument in Gospel and Jazz
music.

Welcome to the 21st Century

Another fascinating feature of the C2 is the technology “under the hood”. All pipe organ voices on
the C2 are digitally sampled from actual Baroque organs so one is not simply hearing a synthesized
or simulated pipe organ sound like on a home keyboard but a digital recording of the actual pipes
from an actual pipe organ.

Also, because the sounds and functionality of the C2 are driven by an internal computer operating
system future upgrades will be available to download onto the C2 via a USB port. As the technology
gets better and as NORD continues to make breakthroughs in digital pipe organ sampling our C2
will get better and better as well. All this in a bright red package that weighs only 30 pounds!

The NORD C2 is a remarkable instrument that will be used for the glory of God in our weekly
worship for many years to come.

Do You Do It God’s
Way?

God provides for all people. All
persons can participate in God’s
method. With deliberate
descriptions, Scripture shows
God’s attention to detail in the lives
of His people. There is a thread throughout the Bible of
God’s concern for the poor with His ideas and instruction
for their provision, including production surpluses of God'’s
people. One such passage is Deuteronomy 24:18-22. It
begins by reminding God'’s people who they were (former
slaves), where they came from (Egypt, a biblical symbol
of the world, bondage and sin) and that it is God who
redeemed them from this past and provides a future with
Himself. God reminds them that it is on this basis that
He is giving commandment.
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Then verse 19 lays the specifics on them: “When you
reap your harvest in your field and have forgotten a sheaf
in the field, you shall not go back to get it; it shall be for
the alien, for the orphan, and for the widow, in order that
the Lord your God may bless you in all the work of your
hands.” The passage continues with instruction that olive
trees be harvested once, leaving the olives still on the
tree for the stranger, the orphan and the widow. Verse
21 similarly prescribes just one harvest of grapes with
the grapes remaining to be left for those in need.

The final verse in this chapter reminds God'’s people again
of who they were and the redemption and salvation that
He provides for them, making a nexus with the salvation
God provides and His admonition to generosity to those
in need! The principle God is delineating is that He has
provided enough for all and that He blesses those who
act generously to benefit those in need. You likely have
more than you need, so what are you doing for those
who lack?

The three crops Deuteronomy mentions were necessary
for the balanced living of the people. The grain is essential
for life. Olives were converted to oil used in baking,
cooking and as an emollient. The grapes provided vitamin
C and antioxidants. When made into wine, grapes give
pleasure as anyone who has sipped Chateau d’Yquem
or a Romanee Conti burgundy or a First Growth Bordeaux
will affirm. Psalm 104:15 summarizing God'’s provision

lists, “And wine to gladden the heart of man, oil to make
his face shine and bread to strengthen man’s heart.”

Obviously, the instruction and examples in Deuteronomy
24 are in the context of an agrarian economy, but the
principle is applicable to your 21t century reality.
Scripture promises that “...God will supply all your needs
according to His riches in glory in Christ Jesus.”
{Philippians 4:19) More than likely, all your needs have
been and are supplied by God in abundance and you
have a surplus that could be designated to the deprived
and destitute but deserving!

St. Basil the Great addressed this issue in the 4™ century
with these words: “The bread you do not use is the bread
of the hungry. The garment hanging in your wardrobe is
the garment of the person who is naked. The shoes you
do not wear are the shoes of the one who is barefoot.
The money you keep locked away is the money of the
poor. The acts of charity you do not perform are the
injustices you commit.”

You have an opportunity to direct your giving trajectory
to Manyoni Orphan Partners and the 7 AIDS orphans
needing sponsors now. They need sponsors because
they need food, clothes, education, housing and medical
care. They are among the poor of this world! If you are
not now sponsoring an orphan, you most likely have the
means to do it.

In last month’s On the Rock you read of a person who is
giving over a third of a recent income increase to orphan
support. On June 1, a message was received from this
person saying, “It is our pleasure that we can support
some orphans; | think it is a blessing for us from the
Lord!” Think about that. This person feels blessed
because he gives!

Deuteronomy 24:19 instructs us to provide for the poor
“...in order that the Lord your God may bless you in all
the work of your hands.” See God’s pattern! You are
blessed to be a blessing and in so doing God will continue
to bless you. Are you in this cycle of God's blessing?
You can be!
